3. Title and Description of Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

Title:

Develop an Electric Industry Registry for the wholesale electric industry.
Description:

The Electric Industry Registry specification describes the functionality of an enhanced Electric Industry Registry.  Most of the functions described in the specification could be classified as commercial in nature.  Because this is so, it is more appropriate for the Electric Industry Registry to be the responsibility of NAESB.      

4.  Use of Proposed Standard or Enhancement (include how the standard will be used, documentation on the description of the proposed standard, any existing documentation of the proposed standard, and required communication protocols): 

This registry supports the NAESB Public Key Infrastructure standards, NAESB OASIS standards, and NERC e-TAG Specification.

5.  Description of Any Tangible or Intangible Benefits to the Use of the Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

The benefits of the Electric Industry Registry are that it supports electronic infrastructure for the exchange of wholesale electric commodities.  The registry also provides a mechanism by which reliability organizations can ensure that the North American continent is covered by entities performing functional model roles.  The benefits of migrating the registry to NAESB are that the wholesale electric quadrant participants have direct input and control over commercial registry functions.  The JISWG recognizes that there may be a need for the development of NERC reliability standards to support the Electric Industry Registry – vice versa, the EIR would support NERC standards as well as NAESB standards.  
6.  Estimate of Incremental Specific Costs to Implement Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

Incremental cost should be close to zero.  
7.  Description of Any Specific Legal or Other Considerations:

Funding for the EIR is contained in FERC Order 638, page 41, section 3a “Maintenance of Industry OASIS homepage.”  This section contains a generic statement for a 3rd party, acting as an agent on behalf of TSPs, can collect fees for Registry maintenance.
