3.  Description of Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

Develop a standard mechanism to implement a “RECALL” of transmission capacity from an existing confirmed transmission service reservation.  This mechanism would be provided for use by Resellers to recall transmission scheduling rights arranged with an Assignee.  There currently is no mechanism for a Reseller to recover reassigned capacity should the arrangements with the Assignee be terminated prior to the original end of the resale.  This transaction would be analogous to the Transmission Provider’s use of the ANNULLED reservation status, but rather than returning capacity to the TPs Available Transmission Capability, it would restore the capacity to the parent reservation whose rights were resold.  

This RECALL mechanism should also be provided for use by the primary transmission provider as an option.  The current OASIS standards recognize RECALL as a required business transaction, but provide no standard requirements on how such a recall would be implemented on OASIS.  The RECALL standard would be optional for use by the TP, but if the TP choses to implement a transaction request of type RECALL, this standard would dictate the requirements that must be met in that implementation.
In addition to the technical standards required for implementation of a RECALL transaction, business practice standards should be developed within the existing RESALE standards to specify under what conditions a resale of transmission scheduling rights may be subject to such a recall.

4.  Use of Proposed Standard or Enhancement (include how the standard will be used, documentation on the description of the proposed standard, any existing documentation of the proposed standard, and required communication protocols): 

This standard would specify the technical requirements for implementation of a new OASIS request type, RECALL.  This request would be used by Resellers to recover transmission scheduling rights from the Assignee should the terms and conditions of the resale provide for such action.   Many Transmission Providers have implemented and use an OASIS request type of RECALL, however there are no standards with regard to how such a transaction should be implemented in OASIS.  This standard would specify the technical requirements for RECALL on OASIS should the Transmission Provider chose to implement this request type.

Provide standards for implementation of a RECALL transaction for use by resellers to manage their secondary market resales.
