3. Title and Description of Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

Title:

__Dynamic Schedule Adjust by Balancing Authorities__________________________
Description:

Dynamic Schedules currently have zero impact on the Net Scheduled Interchange  (NSI) until the hour completes.  NERC Standard INT-001-2 R1.1 states that “Dynamic Schedules are to be tagged at the expected average MW profile for each hour.”  The Transmission Allocation values are used to hold transmission capacity for dynamic generation as projected by the PSE.  Once the hour completes, the hourly integrated value must be entered into the Dynamic Schedule Tag for proper NSI totals.  Currently only the Tag Author can Adjust the tag.  In the West the Reliability Entities-Balancing Authorities (BA’s) receive the integrated values from the plants.  The hourly integrated number needs to be entered as soon as possible after the hour completes in order for Inadvertent to calculate accurately and the value is best entered directly by the BA.  This Standard Request is to allow BA’s to Adjust Dynamic Schedule Transaction Type Tags within the ATF changes rules.  
4.  Use of Proposed Standard or Enhancement (include how the standard will be used, documentation on the description of the proposed standard, any existing documentation of the proposed standard, and required communication protocols): 

Purpose:  To ensure Dynamic Schedule Transaction Type Tags are updated with an hourly integrated value by either a PSE Adjust or by a Balancing Authority Adjust (or electronic upload communicated from the BA’s EMS) up or down to provide an accurate and efficient method for impacting Inadvertent calculations.

Tangible benefits will include updating NSI in a more timely and accurate fashion than having the Tag Author of a Dynamic Schedule Adjust enter a value passed over to them, thereby ensuring Hourly Inadvertent calculations are being accurately calculated for the previous hour.
