3. Title and Description of Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

Title:

Electric Industry Confidentiality Agreement
Description:
Create a data Confidentiality Agreement for participants in the Electric Industry covering the treatment of data belonging to other Electric Industry Participants such as e-Tag data. 
4.  Use of Proposed Standard or Enhancement (include how the standard will be used, documentation on the description of the proposed standard, any existing documentation of the proposed standard, and required communication protocols): 

All Electric Industry Participants would be required to sign this agreement or be removed from the Electric Industry Registry.  E-Tag Authority services would be prohibited from transmitting data to entities that are not in the Electric Industry Registry.  The Agreement would provide assurance to Industry Participants that other entities are required to treat their data as confidential.  While this request will not be specific as to scope, this request asks that the Agreement at least cover e-Tag data.
5.  Description of Any Tangible or Intangible Benefits to the Use of the Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

There are currently no restrictions on the use or exchange of e-Tag and other electric industry data that may be commercially sensitive.  The existence of this agreement would prohibit potential abuses of commercially sensitive data.

This non-disclosure or data confidentiality agreement will be  a legal document and will therefore probably need to be drafted by and at least reviewed by NAESB legal staff.  Once the Agreement has been created by NAESB, NAESB will need to ensure that all industry participants are under a corporate signatory to the agreement.  For a starting point, refer to the NERC Confidentiality Agreement for Electric System Operating Reliability Data.  NAESB will manage, and control the Agreement.
