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NAESB’s Proposed Firm Redirect Standard 
Bonneville Power Administration Comments: Suggested revisions

001-9.7
Upon confirmation of a Firm Redirect request, rollover rights shall be released from the Parent Reservation in the amount of capacity granted on the Redirect (even when rollover rights are not available for the Redirect)
 when the Redirect is eligible for rollover rights pursuant to the following conditions:

001-9.7.1
The term of the Redirect must be eligible for rollover rights per the pro forma OATT section 2.2 or as specified in the TP’s Tariff. 
001-9.7.2
The Redirect request shall be treated as any other new request for service.[This is stated in the OATT section 22.2, which also includes an exception re. deposits.  Including this statement here creates some confusion.]
001-9.7.3
The term of the Redirect must terminate coincident with the Parent Reservation.

001-9.7.4
At the time of confirmation of the Redirect request the rollover rights in the amount of the Redirect held under the Parent Reservation must not have been exercised.
001-9.7.5
Upon confirmation of the Redirect request, rollover rights shall be released from the Parent Reservation in an amount of capacity granted on the Redirect. [This is not a condition for rollover rights eligibility.]
�This language is awkward, but I wasn’t sure that this is clear—i.e., that rollover rights on the Parent reservation are released for a Redirect that is eligible for rollover rights, even when rollover is restricted on the Redirect.
