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NAESB WGQ Version 1.7 provides the ability in the capacity release process to identify that a release may be subject to recall during one of the release cycles.  At the May 10, 2006 meeting, the Information Requirements Subcommittee (IR) determined that the condition for the recall notification period data elements need to be modified as explained below.  

Explanation:

When a Service Requester (SR) offers capacity for release, it should indicate whether the capacity is subject to recall / reput (data element Recall / Reput Indicator).  If the capacity is recallable, the releasing SR is supposed to indicate which of the recall notification period(s) (one or more) the capacity might be subject to recall.  There are five separate data elements to identify the recall notification period(s), one for each cycle.  The code values for the recall notification period indicator data elements are either “yes” or “no”.  
The current wording in the condition for all of the recall notification period indicator data elements could lead to the unintended consequence where only one of the recall notification period data elements is provided and the code value of “no” is used.  This would cause confusion by having the data element (Recall / Reput Indicator) communicating that the capacity is subject to recall and yet effectively no cycle is indicated when such recall could occur per the recall notification period indicator data elements.  Therefore, the following motion was made and adopted unanimously at the May 10, 2006 IR meeting:
Modify the conditions in the following data sets as indicated below.
