There will be two valid values for Nomination Segment Type:  Segmented and Non-Segmented with Non-Segmented being the default.  This will also cause an error code to be added to the Nomination Quick Response Dataset with a message of “Invalid Nomination Segment Type”.  The new data element will also be added to 1.3.54 and 1.3.61 TSDG of NAESB WGQ Nominations Related Standards.
