3.  RECOMMENDATION

Per actions taken at the August 14, 2007 Executive Committee Meeting on Request R06025 and agreement from the submitter of the request at the meeting that no action would be required on this change request, the ESS/ITS is recommending Request R07010 be declined.

4.  SUPPORTING DOCUMENTATION
a.  Description of Request:

Modify the NAESB Coordinate Interchange Standard (WEQ 004) to require that Scheduling Enitity be a required field in every submitted request for interchange.
b.  Description of Recommendation:

Request R07010 is being declined as a result of changes agreed upon by the WEQ Executive Committee to Recommendation R06025 http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_ec081407a1.doc and subsequently approved via notational ballot on August 31, 2007.
Rather than making the Scheduling Entity a required field in WEQ 004, the WEQ Executive Committee approved the following language:

Scheduling Entities (Correctable) – entity that is physically scheduling interchange on behalf of the Transmission Service Provider in order to provide wheeling services.  Typically this is the Balancing Authority for the Transmission Service Provider, but may be several Balancing Authorities supporting a regional transmission service.  If the Scheduling Entity code for the physical segment is not identical to the Transmission Service Provider (TSP) code on that physical segment, the Scheduling Entity code must be explicitly specified or required.  This field is required for the Western Interconnect.
c.  Business Purpose:

N/A – No changes are being recommended by the ESS/ITS.
d. Commentary/Rationale of Subcommittee(s)/Task Force(s):

The August 14, 2007, Executive Committee Draft Meeting Minutes http://www.naesb.org/pdf3/weq_ec081407rdm.doc indicate that the Executive Committee moved forward with triaging Request R07010 with the understanding that the ESS/ITS, once assigned the request, would submit a recommendation that no action be taken.
