3.  RECOMMENDATION

SUMMARY:


The WEQ 2007 Annual Plan Item 2(ii) (Order 890 work plan group 1 – conditional firm, annotations for ATC, Load Forecast and Actual Load, Re-Bid of Partial Service and Preconfirmation Priority), I does not go far enough to satisfy a FERC clarification in Order 890-A.  In that Order, FERC stated, in paragraph 51, that “to the extent MidAmerican or its customers find it beneficial also to post AFC, MidAmerican is free to post both ATC and AFC values.”   The WEQ 2007 Annual Plan Item above has been recently ratified.  However, the 890 OASIS documents included in that Item were developed prior to the issuance of Order 890-A and therefore they should be updated as soon as possible to reflect this new Order 890-A information that transmission providers may post AFC values in addition to ATC.  The best way to do this is to add “AFC” and “TFC” to the list of valid values for the data element SYSTEM_ATTRIBUTE in the WEQ-003 Data Dictionary to allow AFC and TFC values to be posted through the systemdata template.  These changes will be beneficial for transmission providers who desire to provide their customers with AFC and TFC values in a queriable format.
