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The proposed standards for posting Load Forecasts and Actual Load meets the requirements of FERC regulations as stated in the recommendation and repeated here. 

890-A 18 CFR 37.6 Paragraph (b)(3)(iv) revised: 

(iv) Daily load. The Transmission Provider must post on a daily basis, its load forecast, including underlying assumptions, and actual daily peak load for the prior day.”

SRP submits only the following three minor comments and corrections:

1) For clarity, the term “Actual Daily Native Load” should be replaced with the term “Actual Daily Native Peak Load” throughout the proposed standards.  Likewise, the term “Forecasted Daily Native Load” should be replaced with the term “Forecasted Daily Native Peak Load” throughout the proposed standards.
2) 001-n.2.3 contains a typo: the word “Forcasted” on the fourth line should be “Forecasted”
3) 001-n.5 contains a typo: the word “Requirments” should be “Requirements”
