, modify language in 001-n.3.1.2 to read:

001-n.3.1.2
The Transmission Provider may elect to waive or extend the right to perform a Biennial Reassessment.

Comment 2
Modify 001-n.3.1.2.3 to read:

001-n.3.1.2.3
The Transmission Provider shall also waive all Biennial Reassessment studies that are due within 6 months (measured from the study due date of the initial Biennial Reassessment which was waived), or until [see NOTE below] study data indicates a need to do otherwise, for any CCO Reservations that are limited because of the same constraints or general system limitations.
NOTE

Waiving it for the next 6months actually means you are probably waiving it forever.  If there are 12 reassessment customers, one for each month of the year, and you waive the study for the first customer then you’ve waived it for the customer the next 6 months.  Since there was a customer each of those months and you waived it for them too since you treat all similarly situated customers the same, you have effectively waived if for six months after the last of those customers.  Now, since you waived it for the customer in month 6, that means that you have waived for the next six months as well and since there’s a customer that had it waived in the 12th month, you have now waived it for 6 months into the next year.  By waiving it for only one customer in month one, this proposed language forced it to be waived for 18 months.

Prior to or coincident with the Transmission Provider’s When implementing any curtailments of service under a CCO Reservation at the Conditional Curtailment Priority Level, the Transmission Provider shall update information [note: this mirrors more consistently language in 001-n. 4.4.2] posted  on OASIS the reduction in each impacted CCO Reservation’s curtailment priority in acordance with WEQ-002 and WEQ-013 such that this information may be queried and viewed using the reduction template.

001-n.5.2.1.1
If a given long-term firm Redirect subject to the Number-of-Hours Criteria is curtailed at the Conditional Curtailment Priority Level for a given clock hour, one hour of curtailment shall be accumulated against the Parent CCO Reservation for that clock hour. [note:  this clarifies treatment of LTF Redirects]

If one hour of curtailment has already been accumulated against the Parent Reservation for any given clock hour as prescribed in WEQ 001-n.4.3, then no additional adjustments shall be incurred for that clock hour. [note:  this clarifies treatment of LTF Redirects]

001-n.5.4
A CCO Reservation may not be resold is not eligible for Resale [note: this language more closely follows other standards language used]  during any period when a Conditional Curtailment Priority Level may be applied.
� Order 890 Paragraph 985 states, “In the event a transmission provider is able to extend the assessment period, we will allow the transmission provider to waive or extend its right to reassess the availability of the option, provided that the waiver or extension is provided consistently for all similarly situated service.”
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
