Request Title:
WEQ 2006 Annual Plan Item 3(c) - Removal of Portions of WEQ 009 – Standards of Conduct
The Midwest ISO is in agreement with removing the sections WEQ 009.4 and 009.5 listed in the recommendation.  There are a few comments we would like the Executive Committee to consider before approving the recommendation.

1. From a reference tracking view it would be easier to track the change if it tied back to the existing standard and final actions since version 0 WEQ Business Practices were approved.  Also, it would be preferred if a new item was added to the 2007 annual plan in the title than to something in the 2006 Annual Plan that was documented as completed on 8-15-06.  For example:

2. Summary:

In the Summary section of the document in the last paragraph it indicates that WEQ 009-3 has is being deleted.  In looking at what was published in Version 0 of the standards and subsequent final actions WEQ 009-3 looks as if it was not previously included in the standard.  In both the Standards Booklet and R04036 009-3 is listed as reserved.  The Executive Committee may want to consider striking the reference of WEQ 009-3 in the paragraph. 
3. Section 009-0 – Definitions

The comments/questions for this section are more of a generic nature regarding moving forward on adding definitions in each of the standards.  First should the WEQ label each definition with a number?  If a section number is not assigned to each definition a sequencing problem would be avoided.  By keeping both a numerical and alphabetical sequence, the numbers get out of sync the first time a new definition is added.  If the decision is to move forward with section numbers, should new definitions be added to the end of the section to eliminate the numerical sequence issue?   

If the decision is to move forward with both numerical and alphabetical sequencing, can the numbers be changed in the Definition section for WEQ 009 so they are in sequential order? A possible explanation that could support the reasoning for this change is the Definition sub-section numbers were not previously included in the Version 0 standards booklet (filed with FERC) and could be consider a minor correction to the R04036.  This could address the immediate sequencing issue WEQ 009 but not address the bigger picture (other standards and future changes).
4. Section 009-1 – Applicability 

This section will also require modifications which are not included in the recommendation.  

· Item (c) if left unchanged will point to a requirement that is being deleted (009-5 Non-discrimination Requirements (b) Prohibited Disclosures).  The text in question is: “If a public utility transmission owner participates in a FERC-approved ISO or RTO and does not operate or control its transmission facilities and has no access to transmission, customer or market information covered by Requirement 5(b), it may request an exemption from this standard.”

· Item (d) may also be pointing to the same reference. “A Transmission Provider may file a request for an exemption from all or some of the requirements of this part for good cause.
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
