Request for Minor Corrections to WEQ Business Practices Version 001

At the September 26, 2007, WEQ Leadership meeting Ed Skiba and Denise Rager were requested to look at potential options to improve the consistency of existing business practices and look at ongoing processes, which could facilitate consistency in the ongoing maintenance of existing, and development of new, business practices.  On November 7, 2007, Ed Skiba and Denise Rager met and developed a matrix (Recommendation for Consistency of Business Practice Standards) of potential minor corrections and change requests that could be implemented, which would improve the consistency in the Version 001 WEQ Business Practices.  The matrix was presented to the WEQ Leadership team at their December 12, 2007, meeting.  The WEQ Leadership team agreed that we should move forward with the drafting the minor corrections and change requests proposed in the matrix.  The direction provided was that the minor corrections should be submitted via a single request while the change requests would be submitted by business practice, for example WEQ-001 and WEQ-011 would have separate change requests.
According to the NAESB Operating Procedures – March 20, 2003, a minor correction must meet one or more of the following criteria:  

(a) Clarifications or corrections made by a regulatory agency to standards that are of a jurisdictional nature, or by the American National Standards Institute or its successor; 
(b) Clarifications or corrections to the format, appearance, or descriptions of standards in standards documentation; 
(c)  Clarifications or corrections to add code values to tables; and 
(d)  Clarifications and corrections that do not materially change a standard.
Each of the proposed minor corrections proposed meet the criteria listed in item (b) and/or (d).
The following minor corrections should be considered by the Executive Committee

· Change section labeled “Purpose” to “Introduction”

· Appendix B – Move title “Transaction e-Tag Actions” to the header line.
· Appendix C – Move “Required and Correctable e-Tag Data” to the header line.

· Re-sequence the Definition of Terms so they are in alphabetical order.
WEQ-012
· In the end notes of the business practice revise the sentence “This document references published works of the Internet Engineering Task Force of The Internet Society.” to “This Business Practice references published works of the Internet Engineering Task Force of The Internet Society.”
WEQ-013
· Remove Business Practices from title.  This causes confusion since the entire booklet is also referenced as Business Practice Standards. It is also inconsistent with the table of contents.

· Change section reference “Usage of Terms” to “Definition of Terms”

All Business Practices

· Consistently display all data values in a standard format (all upper case with no quotes).  Remove single quotes and double quotes from data values where they occur.

· Consistently format references to sections within a business practice.  Within a Business Practice references to section should follow the format "section" section number section name (ex. See section 2.3 Basic OASIS Transaction Handling).
· Consistently format references to sections in another business practice. All references to another Business Practice should follow the same format WEQ-xxx-section number section name (ex. ex. See WEQ-013-2.3 Basic OASIS Transaction Handling).
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
