3.  RECOMMENDATION

SUMMARY:
Add proposed WGQ Interpretation 7.3.x regarding the term Tariff in NAESB WGQ Standard 4.3.23.  NAESB WGQ Standard No. 4.3.23 does not specify if the category Tariff under Informational Posting includes negotiated rates, non-conforming agreements, Volume 2s, and X-rate schedules within the definition.


STANDARDS LANGUAGE:

WGQ Interpretation 7.3.X:

NAESB WGQ Standard No. 4.3.23 provides subcategory links for the Tariff category which directly correspond to the sections required in FERC regulated “open access” tariffs pursuant to 18 C.F.R. § 154.103(a).  The posting requirements for the subcategories referenced do not specifically include or exclude negotiated rate and non-conforming agreements, Volumes 2s, and X-rate schedules because the standards development process focused upon posting tariff items of general interest.  NAESB WGQ Standard No. 4.3.6 (included in NAESB WGQ Versions 1.1-1.7 and subsequently deleted in Version 1.8 because it was considered redundant to NAESB WGQ Standard No. 4.3.23) stated:

1. Transportation Service Providers should establish a HTML page(s) accessible via the Internet.  The following information should be posted.

2. Notices (critical notices, operation notices, system wide notices, etc.)

3. FERC Order No. 566 affiliated marketer information. (affiliate allocation log, 24 hr. discount posting, etc.)

4. Operationally available and unsubscribed capacity

5. Index of customers

6. Transportation Service Provider’s tariff (Terms, conditions and rates), or general terms and conditions.

Given these considerations, only the “open access” tariff is required to be posted by Transportation Service Providers (TSPs). Where a TSP includes negotiated rates and non-conforming agreements in their open access tariff, as far as this standard is concerned, such items continue to be part of a tariff posting.
