Clarification or interpretation request:

In regard to the “End of Gas Day Scheduled Quantity” document sent by service providers to service requesters after the end of a gas day and specifically in regard to the “Beginning Date” and “Beginning Time” that is specified in the DTM segment therein, please clarify, in this context, what is meant in the Data Dictionary by “the instance in time when the transaction is to be initiated?”  It appears that some service providers are interpreting this to be something other than the “Beginning Date” and “Beginning Time” of the gas day at issue.  For example, must the “End of Gas Day Scheduled Quantity” document applicable to March 31, 2009 in the RDT date/time format specify a “Beginning Date” and “Beginning Time” of 200903310900 or would it also be considered valid to specify 200904010800?
Possible interpretations or clarifications, if known:

Because the “End of Gas Day Scheduled Quantity” document specifically pertains to a 24 hour gas day and is intended to be a “final recap” of the gas day just ended, the “Beginning Date” and “Beginning Time” must necessarily correspond to the “Beginning Date” and “Beginning Time” of the gas day at issue.  This clarification is substantiated as the intended value by virtue of the stipulation in the Data Dictionary of the condition that “If the Beginning Time is not sent, the time defaults to the beginning of the gas day.”
