Clarification or interpretation request:

NAESB standard 4.3.102 allows for the Business Names or Abbreviations for data elements to be combined into one field, with the example of Posting Date and Posting Time allowed to be shown as “Posting Date / Time”. Pease clarify if this standard allows for the Business Names or Abbreviations of two logically applicable data elements to be combined, when using two data entry fields instead of one. For example, if the Svc Req and Svc Req Prop labels are combined into one label “Svc Req / Svc Req Prop”, can two data entry fields exist side-by-side to input the data for Svc Req and Svc Req Prop, with the first data entry field used for the Svc Req and the second data entry field to be used for the Svc Req Prop?
