Dear WEQ Members and Interested Industry Participants,

On April 8, 2014, the EIR/webRegistry will retire several legacy user interface items as part of Phase 3 of the transition from the NERC TSIN to the NAESB EIR.  These items were retained in the registry during the original transition from the NERC TSIN to the NAESB EIR.  The retirement of these functionalities will streamline user interfaces and improve the user experience and the application's performance. As a reminder, the following items will be included in the retirement:

Load From TSIN Button 


o
The function to prepopulate entry form with previously registered Transmission 
System Information 

Networks (TSIN) North American Electric Corporation (NERC) Registry data will be discontinued.

•
NERC TSIN Registry ID Preservation 


o
NERC TSIN assigned IDs will no longer be available for preservation.

•
NERC TSIN Registry related User Prompts Messages 


o
Prompts associated to preserving data from NERC TSIN Registry will be removed.

•
Bulk Import Functionality 


o
Bulk Import data will no longer be validated with the TSIN NERC Registry data for preservation of 

data registration.

•
Data Reference Displays 


o
Data menu and displays used to provide NERC TSIN data reference will be removed.


o
Data menu and displays used to provide Western Electricity Coordinating Council (WECC) Registry 

data reference will be removed.

•
OATI webRegistry Documentation 


o
Various Help Pages updates will be made to improve help content.


o
User Guides updates to align with the current application functionality.

Once the retirement is implemented, all future data registrations will obtain new IDs (i.e.: tagging point IDs, NERC IDs, Tagging Entity IDs, etc.) and existing IDs from the NERC TSIN Registry database will no longer be available for preservation when attempting to register previous NERC TSIN Registry data.  The IDs are used in various applications for processing and validation of energy industry transactions and verifications.  It is recommended to review existing registration and previously registered NERC TSIN Registry data for final registrations to preserve data.
