Dear WEQ Members and Interested Industry Participants
NAESB is pleased to announce the successful completion of the first project of the EIR/webRegistry Phase 3.  At 12:00 AM Central Standard Time on Tuesday, October 29, 2013, parallel operations between the EIR/webRegistry and the WECC registry ceased and the EIR/webRegistry became the official registry for WECC users.  The success of this cutover can be attributed to the coordinated efforts of NAESB, WECC, and OATI, and NAESB would like to thank both organizations for their assistance in this effort.  Especially, we would like to express our appreciation for the leadership of Bob Harshbarger of Puget Sound Energy and Joshua Phillips of SPP, who shepherded the transition to a successful conclusion. Much of our success was reliant on the skills of Bob and Joshua.
As a reminder, there are additional activities associated with Phase 3 of the EIR/webRegistry that are happening in the upcoming weeks and months.  On Tuesday, November 12, 2013, the CSV and MDB publication file formats will be retired as EIR/webRegistry transitions to using the XML publication file format exclusively.  This activity will impact all EIR/webRegistry users currently relying on the CSV and MDB publication file formats.

In addition to these activities, as part of Phase 3 of the EIR/webRegistry transition, NAESB and OATI will be coordinating the retirement of several user interface functionalities retained as part of the initial transition.  The retirement of these functionalities will serve to streamline and improve the efficiency of EIR/webRegistry.  The majority of these functionalities are legacy items carried over from the initial NERC TSIN transition and are not currently being utilized by EIR/webRegistry users.  The retirement date for these legacy items has been scheduled for 1st Quarter 2014.  In the upcoming weeks, users will be provided additional details, including identification of the functionalities to be retired and any action(s) which may be required of the user.
