Recommendation for EIR Enhancement Request ER17001

1.  Title and description of request:

ER17001 – Duke Energy request to accommodate multiple reservation numbers in the Transmission Contract Number field for pseudo-tie registration
2.  Recommended action:

The CISS recommends expanding the field length for the contract reservation number to 500 characters in support of the EIR Enhancement Request. This action should fully address the needed enhancements at this time.
3.  Rationale of subcommittee for recommending action:

During discussions on the enhancement request, several industry participants, including the requester, stated a need to include multiple reservation numbers for a pseudo-tie. The easiest way to accommodate this need is by expanding the character length for the contract reservation number field.
4.  Description of enhancement implementation:

The field length for the contract reservation number will need to be expanded from 32 characters to 500 characters.  Based on discussions during the meeting, in expanding the number of characters for the field, the view for the display screen will also be expanded to allow users to see the full text included in the field.
5.  Enhancement beneficiaries:
Balancing Authorities and Transmission Service Providers
6.  Perceived benefits of enhancement, if implemented: 
Expanding the character length for the contract reservation number field will allow for the party creating a pseudo-tie to list all relevant transmission reservation numbers and for all text entered into the field to be viewed via the display screen for the field. Balancing Authorities often require the identification of the transmission reservation number as part of their approval process for a pseudo-tie on their system.
7.  Description of actual issue(s) enhancement will resolve, if implemented, and a characterization of the severity of issue(s), including consequences if not resolved:

Currently, the 32 character field length for the contract reservation number field in the pseudo-tie registration limits the number of transmission reservation numbers that can be listed, causing inaccurate or incomplete information in the field.
8.  Description of alternative method(s) to resolve issue(s), including rational for not choosing option:

The participants discussed creating a new field in the pseudo-tie registration to specifically list transmission reservation numbers in lieu of including this listing as part of the contract reservation number field. This path was not chosen as it would be a more complex change.
9.  Timing deadlines associated with implementation and rationale:

The requester has indicated that it would like to utilize a pseudo-tie listing the complete transmission reservation numbers by July 25, 2017.

11. Other information:

There was also discussion regarding the second part of the enhancement request, which requested that each transmission reservation number be listed on its own individual line to more easily allow for the future use of EIR information by OASIS. The participants agreed that as the values listed in the field are comma-separated values, OASIS systems should be able to parse the data in the field. Additionally, there was hesitation to recommend a modification to the EIR for a functionality not currently utilized by OASIS systems as it may be more proper to modify the OASIS systems so that they can utilize EIR data rather than modifying the functionality of the EIR to better fit OASIS systems.
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
