Description:

Pseudo-ties are required to be registered by NERC. (INT-006-4 says: Each BA shall only implement or operate a pseudo-tie that is included in the NAESB EIR in order to support congestion management procedures.) 
When an entity registers a pseudo-tie, they do so by completing a Pseudo-Tie Entry Form in OATI webRegistry (EIR). The EIR routes the information to the appropriate parties for review and provides the opportunity to approve or deny the registration. 

There are several fields in the Entry Form for the proposed pseudo-tie’s details, as shown in this screenshot. 
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The content of most of those fields is available in the EIR Pseudo-Tie listing. 
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There is no place in the Entry Form to designate whether the pseudo-tie is for generation or load. This is basic information about the pseudo-tie that should be documented in the Entry Form and then appear in the EIR Pseudo-Tie listing. 

This information is relevant because you must first know whether the pseudo-tie is for generation or load before you can determine the pseudo tie direction. 

The path on the Pseudo-Tie Entry Form mirrors the direction of the generation. 
Example:

This Pseudo-Tie Entry Form could represent pseudo-tied generation into SWPP or pseudo-tied load out of SWPP.
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For Pseudo-Tied Gen In (PSGI) to the Sink BA shown on the form, the generation is going to the Attaining BA from the Native BA.
For Pseudo-Tied Load Out (PSLO) of the Sink BA shown on the form, the load is going from the Native BA to the Attaining BA.
Without an indicator of Load or Generation, there’s no way to identify whether or not this entry is for PSLI, PSLO, PSGI, or PSGO.

EIR users, and especially entities that receive Pseudo-Tie Entry Forms for the purpose of approving or denying the registration, should have all of the information about the pseudo-tie available to them in the EIR. 

Currently, the submitter of the Entry Form could use the Comments field to designate generation or load, but that is rarely done. Furthermore, there is no way to make generation or load a required entry in that field and the field’s contents are not searchable, nor do the contents appear in the EIR Pseudo-Tie listing.

4.  How Enhancement Will Be Implemented

__ SPP is requesting the following enhancements to webRegistry:

· Add a Load or Generation designation (could be a dropdown field) to the Pseudo-Tie Entry Form. 

· Make the contents of that field visible on the EIR Pseudo-Tie listing. (It could take the place of the Existing Pseudo-Tie box which is being deleted.)
5.  Perceived Benefits the Functionality Will Add to the Tool
___The benefits are:

· The basic information of whether the pseudo tie is for generation or load and the direction of the pseudo-tie would be clear by looking at the form or the EIR Pseudo-Tie listing.

· During the approval process, all of the approval entities would have all of the required information at the same time. 
· Will expedite the approval process since “Generation” or “Load” is clearly stated, and approvers would know whether or not the submitter has filled the form out correctly. Approvers would not have to place follow-up calls for clarification.

· All of the basic information about existing pseudo-ties would be available in the EIR; BAs would not have to document the designation separately (which cannot be enforced).
· With the generation or load information available on the Pseudo-Tie listing, EIR users would be able to query pseudo-ties by generation or load (by either sorting the information on the screen or exporting the information into Excel). 
6.  Beneficiaries of Enhancement
___All entities who use EIR to submit pseudo-tie registrations, review pseudo-tie registrations for approval/denial, and/or view pending/approved pseudo-tie registrations.
SPP reached out to others in the industry to see if they would support this change:

PJM – Would support change

MISO – Would support change

DUKE – Would support change

CAISO – would abstain. All of their pseudo-ties are gen, so no designation is needed

BPA – has no need for the distinction
