The WEQ Cybersecurity Subcommittee (CSS) and Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS) have scheduled a meeting for Monday, June 8, 2026 from 2:00 – 3:30 PM Central regarding their jointly assigned item on the 2026 WEQ Annual Plan.
