Dear WEQ Members and NAESB EIR Users,
On September 4, 2019, the NAESB Electric Industry Registry (EIR) will release an update to implement modifications consistent with EIR Enhancement Request ER18001.  At industry request, the registration renewal period will be expanded to sixty total days through the addition of a thirty-day advanced renewal period.  Please see below for additional information.  While no user impact is anticipated during the deployment of this update that would prevent access to the registry, should you incur any issues, please contact the OATI Help Desk at 763-201-2020.

The advanced renewal period will begin thirty days from the end date of an entity’s current registry subscription.  For example, if an entity has a subscription period from January 1, 2019 – December 31, 2019, the advanced renewal period will begin on December 1, 2019 and conclude on December 31, 2019.  Entity administrators will receive an email notice regarding the start of the advanced renewal period, and during this time, user access to the registry will be unaffected.  Consistent with how the registry operates today, following the close of the advanced renewal period, only an entity administrator will be able to access the registry until the subscription is renewed.
