1.
Administration and Welcome
Ms. Crockett called the meeting to order.  Mr. Booe provided the antitrust guidance.  The participants in the room and on the phone introduced themselves. Quorum was established.  Mr. Lander made a motion to adopt the agenda as drafted and Mr. Desselle seconded the motion.  The motion passed without opposition.
Ms. Crockett reviewed the draft minutes from the April 12, 2011 meeting and asked if anyone would like to offer any modifications.  None were offered.  Mr. Fusco moved to adopt the minutes as drafted and Mr. Desselle seconded the motion.  The motion passed without opposition. 2.
Consideration of Proposed Modifications to Current Minor Correction Process
Ms. Crockett suggested that the participants review the comments submitted by Mr. Lander rather than the original work paper an effort to maximize efficiency.  Mr. Lander reviewed the comments he submitted on the work paper with the Committee members and asked why the super majority requirement was included in the proposal.  Ms. Barry stated that she supports the removal of the super majority requirement.  Mr. Kruse stated that the purpose of the requirement was to ensure that no controversial minor corrections were adopted just prior to the publication without the support of a super majority.  Mr. Lander stated that he is not concerned about Executive Committee (EC) members attempting to submit controversial minor corrections near publication.  Mr. Boswell noted that a simple majority vote is required to approve minor corrections and recommended that the proposed process remain consistent with current practice.  Mr. Kruse noted that the minor correction process may be employed to make modifications to standards beyond simple typos or edits.  He recommended that the process only apply to minor corrections that fall within the categories of (b) and (c) of the minor correction process described in the NAESB Operating Practices:
(b) clarifications or corrections to the format, appearance, or descriptions of standards in standards documentation; (c) clarifications or corrections to add code values to tables
The participants supported his suggestion and modified the proposed language to reflect the recommendation.  Mr. Lander made a motion to adopt the proposed modification to the minor correction process as discussed and Mr. Hartsoe seconded the motion.  The motion passed without opposition.  
3.
Consideration of Modifications to the Process by which Abstentions are Tabulated by the Executive Committee
Mr. Lander reviewed the comments he submitted on the work paper with the Committee members.  He stated that he would like to withdraw his recommendation that the procedure apply to super majority votes.  Mr. Desselle made a motion to adopt the proposed procedure as amended by Mr. Lander and Mr. Lander seconded the motion.  Mr. Skiba asked if the modification would require all notational ballots to be distributed to all EC members and alternates and if the restrictions concerning sub-segments would be considered.  Ms. McQuade answered affirmatively to both questions.  Mr. Boswell supported Ms. McQuade’s statement and noted that the change may be applied consistently with the current NAESSB By-laws and Certificate of Incorporation.  Ms. Crockett asked for any additional discussion. None was offered.  The motion passed a simple majority vote. 
4.
Consideration of Modifications to the Process to Define Full Staffing
At Mr. Fusco’s request, Ms. Crockett reviewed the full staffing process and how it has been used in the Wholesale Gas Quadrant.  Mr. Lander reviewed his comments with the participants and moved to adopt the proposed modifications.  Mr. Desselle seconded his motion.  Mr. Spangler noted that the language should be modified for chronological purposes and offered a few edits.  The participants supported his modifications and both Mr. Lander and Mr. Desselle accepted them as amendments to the original motion.  The motion passed a simple majority vote.
