NAESB Parliamentary Committee Conference Call
Monday, February 22, 2021 from 10:30 AM to 11:30 AM Central
1. Administration and Welcome
Mr. Desselle welcomed the participants and called the meeting to order.  Mr. Booe provided the Antitrust and Other Meeting Policies, called the roll of the committee members, and established quorum.  Mr. Desselle reviewed the agenda with the committee.  Mr. Lander moved, seconded by Ms. Crockett, to adopt the agenda as final.
The June 9, 2020 draft meeting minutes were approved as final on a motion by Ms. Crockett.  Mr. Ellsworth seconded the motion and the motion passed without opposition.

2. Review the NAESB Operating Procedures Work Paper
Mr. Desselle stated that the committee will continue its work on the governance documents, with a discussion on Q3 and Q4 items in the NAESB Operating Procedures, and a review of any comments submitted.  Mr. Booe stated that Question 3 asks whether the language of the provisions and procedures included in the NAESB Operating Procedures are consistent with the original intent of the adopted provision and/or procedure.  He explained that Question 4 calls for a review of the NAESB Operating Procedures to ensure they are consistent with, and incorporate where necessary, resolutions adopted by the NAESB Board of Directors.
Section IV Standards Development Process: Ms. Mallett stated that one comment submitted by Tennessee Valley Authority asked whether the highlighted phrase, “[a]ll subcommittee participants may vote;” in the fourth to the last paragraph should be deleted.  Ms. McQuade stated that the phrase is correct.  Mr. Booe stated that that the comment may mean to clarify that there is one vote per company per segment.  Ms. Crockett stated that that clarification was the intent of the comment.  The committee agreed to modify the phrase to read “[a]ll subcommittee participants may vote consistent with the balanced voting rules” and separated the last phrase in the sentence into a new sentence.  The committee accepted the revisions.
Section IV Standards Development Process: Ms. Mallett stated that the proposed language redlined into the sixth paragraph incorporates the NAESB Board of Directors Resolution Approved June 24, 2010 Formal Comments Procedures and Timing into the NAESB Operating Procedures.  The committee accepted the revision.
Section V.A.5.5. Meetings of Subcommittees, Task Forces, and Working Groups:  The committee determined that “subcommittee members” should be replaced in this section with “the subcommittee” in order to avoid confusion. The committee accepted the revision.
Section V.C.1.l.iii Action on Request: The committee determined that “subcommittee members” in V.C.1.l.iii should not be changed to “subcommittee participants” as proposed in the work paper. The committee rejected the proposed revision.  
Section V.C.1.l.i-iii Action on Request:  The participants discussed whether “this provision” refers to the paragraph, the section, or the subsection.  The committee agreed to delete the last sentence in Section V.C.1.l and added the word “such” in Sections V.C.1.l.i-iii.  The committee accepted the revisions.
[bookmark: _Hlk67235551]Section V.E Notational Ballots: The proposed language incorporates NAESB Board of Directors Resolution Approved December 9, 2010 Notational Ballot Process into the document.  The committee accepted the revision.
Section V.F.2 Process Appeal Procedure:  Ms. Mallett stated that she researched whether any ANSI requirements would affect the amount of time to appeal actions.  She stated that, in the ANSI Essential Requirements, appeals are addressed on Page 10 in Section 2.8.  Section 2.8.1 states, “Appeals shall be addressed promptly and a decision made expeditiously.”  The committee agreed that the time to appeal will be “thirty” days and modified the document to reflect its decision.
Mr. Booe explained that he and Ms. Mallett would update the document and add in the review for Q5, that is, to ensure the NAESB Operating Procedures are consistent with, and incorporate where necessary, the undocumented practices and procedures of NAESB.  Mr. Desselle opened the floor for comments on the work paper. 
Mr. Lander asked whether the committee recalls who suggested that there may be undocumented procedures.  Mr. Desselle stated that Mr. Booe and Ms. McQuade added the item for the sake of completion.  Mr. Booe noted that a good example of an undocumented procedure would be notational ballot resolution.  He stated that Ms. Van Pelt and Mr. McCord have offered a few suggestions and he will look back to find any communications from Marcy McCain on undocumented procedures. 
Mr. Boswell asked the committee whether a timeline had been set on the recommendation.  Mr. Desselle stated that the Parliamentary Committee would meet again later in the year to look at the last issue and bring the recommendation, as a package, to the NAESB Board of Directors in September.  Mr. Boswell suggested that clean and marked up copies should be provided.  Mr. Desselle agreed.  Mr. Booe stated the resulting recommendation will show the process used to work through the governance documents. 
3. Discuss Next Steps
During the next Parliamentary Committee conference call, the participants will continue to discuss the NAESB Operating Procedures with a review of Q5.  A work paper will be posted for the next conference call.
4. Adjourn
Mr. Lander moved to adjourn the meeting at 11:09 PM Central.  Ms. Van Pelt seconded the motion which passed without opposition.
