NAESB Parliamentary Committee Conference Call
Monday, February 24, 2020 from 11:00 AM to 12:30 PM Central
1. Administration and Welcome
Mr. Desselle welcomed the participants and called the meeting to order.  He read the Antitrust and Other Meeting Policies, called the roll of the committee members, and established quorum.  Mr. Desselle reviewed the agenda with the committee.  Ms. Crockett moved, seconded by Ms. McKeever, to adopt the agenda as final.
The November 21, 2019 revised draft meeting minutes were approved as final on a motion by Ms. McKeever.  Ms. Crockett seconded the motion and the motion passed without opposition. 2. [bookmark: _Hlk500409543]Review the NAESB Bylaws Update Work Paper and Comments Submitted
Mr. Desselle stated that the committee is continuing its discussion on the NAESB Bylaws Work Paper.  He noted that feedback was received from participants.  Mr. Booe thanked the submitters for their comments.
Section 1.1(N): Mr. Booe stated that “non-voting member” was modified to align with the new definition in the Certificate of Incorporation. “Which” was changed to “that” and the word “join” replaced “participate.”  The committee accepted the proposed modifications.
Section 2.2(a): Mr. Booe stated that “of these Bylaws” was added for clarification throughout the document.  The committee accepted the proposed modifications.
Section 6.8: Mr. Booe stated that the paragraph was modified for clarity.  The committee accepted the proposed modifications.
Section 6.9: Mr. Booe explained that a reference to Articles V and VI of the NAESB Certificate of Incorporation was added to cover the newly adopted weighted voting process.  The committee accepted the proposed modifications.
Section 7.2: Mr. Booe explained that the proposed language concerning requirements for Directors was placed in the section per the discussion during the November 21, 2019 Parliamentary Committee conference call.  The committee accepted the proposed modification.
Section 7.8(a): Mr. Booe stated that the Board of Directors or the chair of the Board may create committees, as needed, to address different issues.  He stated that the phrase “or the chair of the board” was deleted in the first sentence of the Section and a new sentence was added to the end of the Section, clarifying that the Chair of the Board may also establish committees as needed.  The committee accepted the proposed modifications.
Section 7.8(b): Mr. Booe noted that, during the last conference call, the committee noted that the phrase, “the Chair of the Advisory Council” should be added to the list of Managing Committee members consistent.  The committee accepted the proposed modification.
Section 8.3: Mr. Booe explained that the language regarding the rotation of the Vice Chairs was modified to reflect the current process.  Mr. Boswell stated that the changes are fully consistent with the current practice.  The Committee accepted the proposed modifications.
Section 8.9: Mr. Booe reviewed the modifications and asked for any objections.  None were offered.  The committee noted that the current Treasurer is Ms. McQuade.  Mr. Desselle suggested that the phrase “by the board” be removed throughout the section.  The committee accepted the proposed modifications.
Mr. Buccigross noted that the Subsections 9.7(g) and 10.4(i) were drafted using passive voice, while other Sections and Subsection are written using an active voice.  The committee agreed to delete the word “[w]hile” in order to make the tone consistent.
Ms. Van Pelt asked whether the section related to attendance during the Board of Directors meetings should be reviewed.  Mr. Boswell stated that board members should attend one of the three Board of Directors meetings in person per year.  Ms. McQuade added that the member should participate in a total of two out of the three meetings, with at least one in person appearance and teleconference, if needed, may be used for the other meetings.  The participants support Mr. Boswell and Ms. McQuade’s statements. 
Mr. Lander made a motion that the Parliamentary Committee approve the modifications in the work paper to be applied to the NAESB Bylaws.  Ms. Van Pelt seconded that motion which passed unanimously.
3. Discuss Next Steps
During the next Parliamentary Committee conference call, the participants will begin to discuss the NAESB Operating Procedures (NAESBOps).  A work paper will be posted for the next conference call.
4. Adjourn
Mr. Lander moved to adjourn the meeting at 11:45 AM Central.  Ms. Crockett seconded the motion which passed without opposition.
