ARTICLE 1 – DEFINITIONS

Section 1.1  	Definitions

“Contribution” is defined as any tangible form of expression created during the development of, and used in, the final NAESB Standards or Model Business Practices (“NAESB Standards”).

Section [___]	Assignment of Rights in Contributions

[bookmark: _GoBack]All NAESB Members and other interested parties shall be allowed to participate in the creation of NAESB Standards and Model Business Practices.  Participation in the creation of NAESB Standards and Model Business Practices requires service on a subcommittee that serves at the pleasure of, and reports to, the EC.  The procedures and requirements for contributing to Standards and Model Business Practices shall conform to the policies of NAESB as stated in the NAESB Intellectual Property Rights Policy Concerning Contributions and Comments and NAESB’s Operating Practices.  At the request of NAESB, participants in the development of a NAESB Standard or Model Business Practice shall execute a document assigning to NAESB any intellectual property interest that the individual has in any Contribution.  To the extent a participant’s Contributions are made within the scope of the participant’s employment, the participant’s employer shall assign to NAESB its rights in the employee’s Contributions to the Standards or Model Business Practices.  As standards are copyrighted by NAESB, the NAESB “Copyright Procedure Regarding Member and Purchaser Self-Executing Waiver” is available for self-executing waivers for use of the NAESB copyright material by members and entities who have purchased the standards.
