Parliamentary Committee Meeting Minutes – June 28, 2013
NAESB Parliamentary Committee Conference Call
Friday, June 28, 2013 – 1:00 PM – 4:00 PM Central
1. Administration and Welcome
Mr. Desselle called the meeting to order and quorum was established.  The participants in the room and on the phone introduced themselves. Mr. Booe provided the antitrust guidance.  Mr. Ellsworth made a motion to adopt the agenda as drafted, and Ms. Crockett seconded the motion.  The motion passed without opposition.
Mr. Desselle reviewed the draft minutes from the June 13, 2013 meeting and asked if anyone would like to offer any modifications.  No modifications were offered.  Ms. Crockett moved to adopt the minutes as drafted, and Mr. Simon seconded the motion.  The motion passed without opposition. 2. Discussion and Vote on Proposed Modifications to the NAESB Bylaws to Support the Copyright and IPR Policy 
Mr. Desselle reviewed the discussion concerning the proposed Bylaw modifications from the June 13, 2013 meeting.  He noted that a revised version of the proposed language containing the modifications offered by the NAESB Intellectual Property (IP) counsel was distributed to the Committee and posted for the meeting.  Mr. Boswell reviewed the modifications offered by IP counsel.  Mr. Lander asked why the “non-exclusive” language that was discussed during the previous meeting had been removed.  Mr. Boswell stated that the entire property interest must be granted to NAESB in order for the article to be effective.  He reminded the participants that only the interest in a contribution that is included in the final copyrighted standard is granted per the proposed language.  Mr. Lander thanked Mr. Boswell for the clarification and asked if any others had issues outside of the removal of the “non-exclusive” language.  No additional issues were discussed.  Mr. Kruse stated that he is comfortable with removing the “non-exclusive” language, given the acceptance of the revised version of the definition contribution.  Mr. Young expressed concern with the proposed language assigning participants’ employer’s rights on behalf of the employer, as well as, a broader concern regarding the assignment of member rights serving as a basis for the NAESB business model.  Mr. Boswell noted that discussion concerning the need for the assignment of rights was addressed at the December and April Board meetings and the previous two Parliamentary Committee meetings.  Mr. Kruse agreed with Mr. Boswell’s comments and stated that the narrow definition of contribution should give Mr. Young comfort, as what is being assigned is only a right to the finalized standards language itself and nothing else.  Mr. Desselle stated that he would like to add a sentence to the article that recognizes the self-executing waiver policy developed.  He recommended the following language as motion:

“As standards are copyrighted by NAESB, the NAESB “Copyright Procedure Regarding Member and Purchaser Self-Executing Waiver” is available for self-executing waivers for use of the NAESB copyright material by members and entities who have purchased the standards.”

Mr. Young asked if the waiver policy could be changed through a simple majority vote or would require a modification to the Bylaws.  Ms. McQuade and Mr. Boswell confirmed that a modification to the policy could be adopted by simple majority vote of the Board, but to remove the entire policy would now require a change to the NAESB Bylaws.  Mr. Buccigross seconded the motion to accept the language offered by Mr. Desselle as part of the proposed article.  The motion passed without opposition.  Mr. Lander moved to adopt the proposed article and definition as discussed.  Ms. Crockett seconded the motion, and the motion passed without opposition.

3. Discussion and on “Terms and Conditions” for NAESB website

Mr. Desselle stated that Ms. McQuade developed a draft “terms and conditions” for use of the NAESB website as requested by the Committee during the last meeting.  Ms. McQuade stated that she developed the draft language based upon the “terms and conditions” for use of a number of other organizations websites including, IEEE, NERC, ANSI, IEC, AGA and EEI, among others.   She also noted the distinction between the NAESB “terms of use” for accessing NAESB copyrighted materials and the proposed “terms and conditions” for use of the NAESB website.  Mr. Desselle noted that the draft language is less complicated than the others examples provided in the meeting materials.  Ms. McQuade recommended that Mr. Boswell and Mr. Booe thoroughly review the language before the Committee takes any action.  Mr. Desselle supported Ms. McQuade’s recommendation.  Mr. Lander confirmed that the language and its implementation will be consistent with the NAESB policies being adopted.  Mr. Boswell confirmed that the “terms and conditions” as proposed is consistent with the NAESB Bylaws and policies.  Mr. Cargas stated that identified a few modifications that he would like to share with Mr. Boswell and Mr. Booe as part of their review.  Mr. Cargas’s comments will be posted for the meeting.  Mr. Lander asked if adoption of the “terms and conditions” is something that is within the purview of the Parliamentary Committee or would be more appropriately addressed by the Management Committee.  Ms. McQuade stated that the item is administrative in nature and the purview of the office; however, as the development of the document was suggested by the Parliamentary Committee, the document has been provided to the Committee before being reviewed and adopted by the Managing Committee.
4. Other Business
Mr. Desselle noted that the committee’s next scheduled call will take place on July 23, 2013.  
5. Adjourn

Mr. Lander moved to adjourn the meeting, and the meeting was adjourned at 1:46 pm Central time.
