NAESB Parliamentary Committee Conference Call
Tuesday, August 20, 2019 from 1:30 PM to 3:00 PM Central
1. Administration and Welcome
Mr. Desselle welcomed the participants and called the meeting to order.  Mr. Booe provided the Antitrust and Other Meeting Policies reminder, established quorum, and called the roll of the committee members.  Mr. Desselle reviewed the agenda with the committee.  Mr. Parker, seconded by Ms. Crockett, moved to adopt the agenda as final. 
The June 11, 2019 draft meeting minutes were approved as final on a motion by Mr. Ellsworth.  Ms. Crockett seconded the motion and the motion passed without opposition.
2. Review the NAESB Bylaws Work Paper
Mr. Desselle stated that the Parliamentary Committee would continue the effort to review and update the NAESB Certificate of Incorporation (Certificate), the NAESB Bylaws (Bylaws), and the NAESB Operating Procedures (NAESBOps).  He explained that the call will focus on ensuring that the Bylaws are consistent with, and incorporate, where necessary, resolutions adopted by the NAESB Board of Directors.
Mr. Booe reviewed Work Paper One with the participants.  He stated that, in November of last year, the Parliamentary Committee reviewed the resolutions from the Board of Directors that had been identified by NAESB staff for possible incorporation into the NAESB Governance Documents.  During that review, several resolutions were selected for consideration when the committee reviewed the NAESB Bylaws.  Mr. Booe explained that those identified resolutions were contained in Work Paper One and incorporated into the Bylaws document in Work Paper Two for to aid in the efficiency of the meeting.  The committee reviewed each resolution.
· Adoption of the NAESB Policy on Efficient Standards Development (September 25, 2008)
Mr. Desselle stated that the policy creates efficiency around segment blocks and suggested that the policy remain a standalone document.  Mr. Booe stated that he would remove the language from Work Paper Two.  Ms. Crockett added that it is more convenient to have one document with the policy rather than including the information in the text of a longer document, such as the Bylaws.  The committee agreed to keep the policy as a standalone document.
· [bookmark: _Hlk17807918]Notational Ballot Process (December 9, 2010)
Mr. Desselle stated that the Notational Ballot Process should be included in the NAESBOps, as it is too long for the Bylaws.  Mr. Booe recalled that, during the 2010 meeting, the participants described the process as being more of an operating procedure.  The committee agreed to add the resolution to the NAESBOps.
· Abstention Voting Process for Executive Committees (March 22, 2012)
Mr. Booe noted that this process is currently included in the NAESBOps and asked whether the committee would like to move it to the Bylaws.  The committee determined that the process would remain in the NAESBOps.
· [bookmark: _Hlk17809734]NAESB Policies Concerning Communications with Media and Press (September 20, 2012)
Mr. Desselle stated that this policy should remain a standalone document.  Mr. Ellsworth agreed and stated that moving the policy into another document may create misinterpretations concerning the intent of the committee or the policy.  The committee agreed to leave the policy as is.
· NAESB Self-Executing Copyright Procedure and Waiver (April 4, 2013)
Mr. Booe stated that the waiver could be included in the Bylaws.  Mr. Desselle stated that the waiver should remain a standalone document.  Mr. Booe explained that the waiver frequently helps NAESB members with their tariff filings.  the committee agreed to leave the waiver as a standalone document.
Mr. Ellsworth made a motion that the Parliamentary Committee approve moving the Notational Ballot Process to the NAESBOps and leaving the other four resolutions as standalone documents.  Ms. Crockett seconded that motion which passed unanimously.
3. [bookmark: _Hlk500409543]Discuss Next Steps
During the next Parliamentary Committee conference call, the participants will discuss changes to the Bylaws to include any undocumented practices and procedures of NAESB.  Mr. Booe stated that he will develop a work paper for the next call.  Mr. Desselle stated that he will provide a status update to the Board of Directors during its September 5, 2019 meeting.
4. Adjourn
Mr. Simon moved to adjourn the meeting.  The motion which passed without opposition.
