	Creation of the Group and recent status
	· The Parliamentary Committee is established in the NAESB bylaws, § 7.8(c):
There shall be a Parliamentary Committee, consisting of members of the Board with at least two Directors from each Quadrant. The function of the Parliamentary Committee is to address issues related to corporate governance, including, but not limited to, the Certificate of Incorporation, the Bylaws and the Operating Procedures. Members of the Parliamentary Committee shall be appointed by the Chair of the Board, who shall serve as the chair of this committee.
· During the last Parliamentary Committee meeting held on July 23, 2014, the committee discussed a number of recommendations that could be proposed to the Board during the September 11, 2014 meeting or at a future Board meeting.  These recommendations included an extension of the current sunset resolution, a change in the Bylaws for removal of Board members, the standardization of the election of the quadrant vice chairs, the creation of an assistant vice chair, standardized election procedures for all NAESB positions, the elimination of quadrant procedures and the elimination of the WEQ subsegments. 

	Purpose of Parliamentary Committee Call
	· During the previous Parliamentary Committee conference call on July 23, 2014, the committee discussed a number of topics and developed a list of items that may be proposed to the Board of Directors during the September 11, 2014 meeting.  These items included the permanent merger of the retail quadrants, the standardization of election procedures for quadrant vice chairs and the creation of an assistant vice chair position, and the proposal of an extension to the sunset resolution for the organization.  In addition, the committee also requested comments from the Board of Directors concerning a Bylaw change for the removal of Directors, the adoption of a resolution requiring electronic voting administered by the NAESB office for all elected positions, the elimination of individual quadrant procedures, and the elimination of the WEQ subsegments.  The purpose of the conference call on the August 28 is to review the items and finalize any recommendations for the Board of Directors.
