Modifications to NAESB WGQ Standard No. 4.3.23 to clarify placement of TSP reporting obligations to provide easy access to other posted information, not required by the Commission on a generic basis, but posted as a result of tariff requirements or voluntarily.

The proposed modifications will permit user to access the information described above consistent with the same means as is currently available for Informational postings under the existing standard.
