The purpose of the request is to provide the ability to clearly identify information at a contract level.

By making the new data element MA in the Payment Remittance (NAESB WGQ Standard No. 3.4.2), it will allow a shipper to identify that it wishes to protest all the charges for a given contract rather than having to identify each line item individually.  
By making the new data element SO – Sender’s Option in the Service Requester / Charge Allowance Invoice (NAESB WGQ Standard No. 3.4.4), it will provide the ability for customer level charges to be assigned administrative contract numbers which can then be referred to in the Payment Remittance.
