3.  RECOMMENDATION

SUMMARY:

The language below, taken from Order 676 E, paragraph 72, implies further work is necessary to revise WEQ 001.21, in order to accommodate the Transmission Provider’s right to extend, not only waive, the performance of a Biennial Reassessment.  
However, we reiterate here the Commission’s finding in Order No. 890 that a transmission provider is permitted to extend its right to reassess the availability of conditional firm service.  Since the Version 002.1 Standards do not specifically address this issue, we would ask the industry, working through NAESB, to continue to look at additional business practice standards facilitating a transmission provider’s extension of its right to perform a reassessment.

Recommended Standards: The following WEQ 001-21.3 standards should be revised to add the text in red, as follows:
001-21.3 BIENNIAL REASSESSMENT
001-21.3.1.2 The Transmission Provider may elect to waive or extend the right to perform a Biennial Reassessment.

001-21.3.1.2.1 Notice of waiver or extension of the Biennial Reassessment shall be provided to the Transmission Customer no less than ninety (90) calendar days prior to the start

of the next two-year portion of the service reservation.

001-21.3.1.2.2 Any such waiver or extension of the Biennial Reassessment shall be posted on OASIS as a discretionary action under the Tariff in accordance with Standards WEQ-002

and WEQ-013 such that this information may be queried and viewed using the discretion template.

001-21.3.1.2.3 When the Transmission Provider has made the determination to waive or extend the right to perform a particular Biennial Reassessment, it shall also waive or extend the right to perform all Biennial Reassessment studies for similarly situated CCO Reservations (i.e., those that are limited because of the same constraints or general system limitations) when those Biennial Reassessments are due within 6 months of the study due date of the initial Biennial Reassessment that the Transmission Provider made the determination to waive or extend, unless the Transmission Provider can demonstrate that there has been a significant change in the study data to warrant the performance of a Biennial Reassessment for similarly situated CCO Reservations within that 6 month period.
001-21.3.1.2.4 Any waiver or extension to perform a Biennial Reassessment by a Transmission Provider shall not affect the right of that Transmission Provider to conduct future Biennial Reassessments for a CCO on which it has previously waived or extended Biennial

Reassessment.
