3.  RECOMMENDATION

SUMMARY:

The language below, taken from Order 676 E, paragraph 39, implies further work is necessary to revise WEQ 001-14.1.3 and 001- 15.1.2 in order to accommodate more timely ATC Narrative postings on OASIS:
39.    … However, Standards 001-14.1.3 and 001-15.1.2 permit transmission providers to post an available transfer capability change narrative within five business days of meeting the criteria under which a narrative is required to be posted.  In Order No. 890, the Commission rejected calls for delays prior to posting data and required posting as soon as possible.
  We do not find the NAESB standard meets this criterion and therefore decline to incorporate Standards 001-14.1.3 and 001-15.1.2 by reference.  Transmission providers must post their narratives as soon as feasibly possible.  Posting within one day would appear in most cases to be reasonable.

Recommended Standards: The following WEQ 001-14.1.3 AND 001-15.1.2 standards should be revised, as follows:
001-14.1.3 Zero ATC Narrative Timing

The Transmission Provider shall post a zero ATC narrative for each constrained Posted Path within one (1) business day,, or as soon as feasibly possible, of meeting the criteria specified in Standard WEQ-001-14.1.1 or WEQ-001-14.1.2.

001-15.1.2 ATC Change Narrative Timing

The Transmission Provider shall post an ATC change narrative within one (1) business day,, or as soon as feasibly possible, of meeting the criteria identified in Standard WEQ-001-15.1.1.
