3. Title and Description of Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

Title:
Syntax and Transport of Energy Usage Information
Description:

Standardization of the exchange of Energy Usage Information, as per the requirements outlined in the requirements collected in OpenADE 1.0 Requirements documents.  This standard will facilitate the transfer of Energy Usage Information between designated parties, and will build on the “seed standard” of Energy Usage Information data model being developed by NAESB.
4.  Use of Proposed Standard or Enhancement (include how the standard will be used, documentation on the description of the proposed standard, any existing documentation of the proposed standard, and required communication protocols): 

The Standard may have many uses, but we anticipate that it will be initially used primarily between a Consumer’s utility provider and a third party that the consumer nominates to display that energy usage information.
The OpenADE Task Force within the UCAIug’s OpenSG has done extensive requirements analysis and initial service definition work in this domain, and intends to contribute their collected work to this standardization effort within NAESB.
5.  Description of Any Tangible or Intangible Benefits to the Use of the Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

There are numerous existing proprietary implementations in use today between individual providers and consumers of Energy Usage Information; standardizing this interface will reduce costs, improve functionality and security, and enhance accessibility of this Energy Usage Information for the average Consumer.
6.  Estimate of Incremental Specific Costs to Implement Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

Minimal cost to complete standard definition; initial implementation cost will be comparable to implementation of existing proprietary interfaces, but need only be completed once by each Provider and Consumer of Energy Usage Information.
