3.  Description of Proposed Standard or Enhancement:
Change the length of the GS02 “Application Sender’s Code” and GS03 “Application Receiver’s Code” from the current 12 characters to the ANSI standard 15 characters. 
4.  Use of Proposed Standard or Enhancement (include how the standard will be used, documentation on the description of the proposed standard, any existing documentation of the proposed standard, and required communication protocols): 

Many implementations use a value of DUNS + <NAESB doc abbreviation> (for example 123456789SQOP for a scheduled quantity document) in the GS02 Application Sender’s Code and/or GS03 Application Receiver’s Code. Such implementations use this format as a way to route documents when multiple trading partner entities exist for a site and/or where multiple NAESB documents are mapped using a single ANSI EDI document (for example the ANSI 873 is used to map the NAESB G873NMST, G873RQCF, G873SQOP, G873SQTS). This practice is currently accomplished via mutual agreement outside of the NAESB standards but within ANSI standards.

The above ‘use case’ example is but one possible agreement trading partners could employ, and in fact both the GS02 and GS03 are defined by ANSI so as to allow the trading partners to agree to whatever values they wish, within the lengths 2-15. NAESB does not seem to prescribe a different usage other than to truncate the length to 12, for reasons not clear.
5.  Description of Any Tangible or Intangible Benefits to the Use of the Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

Use of GS02 Application Sender’s Code and GS03 Application Receiver’s Code containing values of ANSI standard lengths 13 thru 15 could be accomplished within the NAESB standards.

Minimal, since the changes would not affect existing implementations.
