3.  Description of Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

This request proposes the addition of a new mutually agreed data set, Swing Service Overtakes.

NOTE:
Williams Gas Pipeline, on behalf of Transcontinental Gas Pipe Line (Transco), is submitting this request solely to be compliant with NAESB WGQ Standard No 4.3.67 (see below in italics).  The purpose of this data set is to provide Transco’s shippers and other interested parties with information related to a new Swing Service Overtakes option which is designed to increase flexibility for shippers and delivery point operators in reducing the exposure to unauthorized overrun penalties.  The only piece of information on this report that is not otherwise available on Transco’s web site is swing service capacity which is only available at a handful of locations on its system.  This quantity is calculated, and initially posted, after the first allocation for a gas day.  To our knowledge, Transco is the only company that provides this Swing Service Overtakes option.  Due to the limited nature of the new information on this report and the fact that no other industry participants are expected to use it, WGP does not believe it is necessary to utilize the industry’s resources to develop and maintain a standardized data set.  

If standardization of this data set is pursued, the proposed usage of the new data set is mutually agreed. 

NAESB WGQ Standard No 4.3.67
