3. Title and Description of Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

Title:
New NAESB standard requiring historic retrieval to reflect the data in the time period in which the information was originally provided. 
Description:

Current Customer Activity Websites (CAWs) and Informational Posting Websites (IPWs) allow retrieval of some historic information. That historic information is often retrieved directly from the current system and does not reflect the data values as they were originally presented when posted.  

In order to convey the concept, if I request gas quality information for meter number xyz on April 1, 2017 it provides the gas quality showing a BTU value at that meter of 988.  If I retrieve the same information, referring to April 1, 2017, on July 1, 2017, that BTU value has now been updated to read 996 and I can no longer find access to the original posted value of 988.  This is because the information was updated after it was originally posted.
As a customer, the only way that I can show the information that was originally posted as of a certain date on the website is to print out or download all of the information on the date it was retrieved and have a hard copy (or downloaded file) for back up documentation. 

This problem does not exist on one single dataset and the manifestation of this issue will vary by pipeline. For instance, if I request a final scheduled quantity for a date three months in the past, on one pipeline it will show me exactly the same information that it showed three months ago, on another pipeline it will show me information that has been updated through subsequent system changes. When information is provided for retrieval it should be provided as a snapshot of the data values as-of that date of retrieval. 

Without this standard, and the corresponding implementation, verifying and resolving data differences will continue to require the printing of mountains of paper and the retention of that paper for long periods of time. 

Aquilon is requesting a standard that states that information should be retrievable with values as-of the date it was originally published.
4. Use of Proposed Standard or Enhancement (include how the standard will be used, documentation on the description of the proposed standard, any existing documentation of the proposed standard, and required communication protocols): 

Aquilon customers need to know that the information displayed on a website for a specific date is the same information that was originally posted for that as-of date. 
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
