3. Title and Description of Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

Title:   Rollover Rights for NITS
Description:

Request the development of industry Business Practice Standards to define the eligibility and treatment of Rollover Rights for Network Integration Transmission Service (NITS).   Also develop template structures and other standards that support these Business Practice Standards as necessary.
NAESB WEQ 001-20 defines the eligibility and treatment of Rollover Rights for long-term Point-to-Point Transmission Service (PTP).   However, WEQ does not establish comparable standards for Rollover Rights for NITS anywhere in WEQ-001.  This request is to close this gap within WEQ-001 and related booklets.
Rollover Rights are an essential feature of the pro forma Open Access Transmission Tariff (OATT).  They enable existing transmission customers to renew or continue to use their current transmission service under a new agreement upon expiration, termination, or rollover of their service.  These rights are established in Section 2.2 of the OATT and apply to both long-term PTP and NITS.   
Although the OATT makes clear that Rollover Rights apply to both PTP and NITS, the omission of NAESB standards specific to NITS creates uncertainty for Eligible (or Network) Customers seeking to renew service or replace existing Designated Network Resources (DNRs) with new sources of power.  The lack of clear standards also poses practical problems in that OASIS functionality is either missing or inadequate in permitting exercising of Rollover Rights for NITS.   
The following are some considerations for the development of standards for Rollover Rights for NITS:
1. Clarify when and how Rollover Rights shall apply and be exercised based on transmission service associated to a DNR and if/when Rollover Rights shall be applied based on the NITS Application. 
2. Clarify eligibility for Rollover Rights based on term of the DNR and/or the term of the NITS Application.
3. Clarify what attributes may change during rollover of transmission service associated with a DNR and what attributes must remain the same.  For example, a Customer is permitted to change its power supplier as long as power flows do not change.
4. Clarify that Rollover Rights are not impacted based on temporary terminations of a DNR.

5. Clarify how Rollover Rights are impacted based on indefinite terminations of a DNR.
6. Clarify posting requirements for granting of Rollover Rights for NITS.

7. Clarify any deadline for exercising Rollover Rights, including when a difference exists between the term of the NITS Application and the term of the DNR.
8. Clarify any notifications related to the deadline for exercising of Rollover Rights.

9. Clarify the process for exercising of Rollover Rights.
10. Clarify treatment of Rollover Rights that are not exercised by the deadline.

11. Establish templates for posting, querying, and exercising Rollover Rights for NITS.

4.  Use of Proposed Standard or Enhancement (include how the standard will be used, documentation on the description of the proposed standard, any existing documentation of the proposed standards, and required communication protocols): 

The new standard will be used in a manner comparable to how the existing standards for Rollover Rights for PTP are used.
5.  Description of Any Tangible or Intangible Benefits to the Use of the Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

As with all standards, the benefit to the new standards will be to establish consistency across the industry in the understanding and practical management and use of Rollover Rights for NITS, consistent with the intent of the pro forma OATT.
6.  Estimate of Incremental Specific Costs to Implement Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

The standards development effort for this should be moderate and would be complimentary to existing efforts under API 3.d (assigned to the OASIS subcommittee) to further refine other standards that pertain to NITS.
7.  Description of Any Specific Legal or Other Considerations:

This request is to develop industry Business Practice Standards for Rollover Rights for NITS that are already established by FERC in the pro forma OATT Section 2.2.

8.  If This Proposed Standard or Enhancement Is Not Tested Yet, List Trading Partners Willing to Test Standard or Enhancement (Corporations and contacts):

None identified at this time. However, it is generally recognized by the OASIS subcommittee that standards in this area are needed.
9.  If This Proposed Standard or Enhancement Is In Use, Who are the Trading Partners:

A number of Transmission Providers have developed specific business practices for rolling over NITS and associated transmission rights.  The practices of those entities could be used as reference in the development of these standards.
