3. Title and Description of Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

Title:

Review WEQ-001-9 and WEQ-001-10 Redirect Standards for Modifications Needed per Order 676-I
Description:

In Order 676-I, the Commission excluded incorporation by reference the text of the preambles in NAESB Standards WEQ-001-9 and WEQ-001-10.  The Commission also specified which firm parent reservations were to be afforded the protection of the Dynegy policy and declines to exempt redirects from conditional firm parent reservations.  

Due to these provisions of the final order, a full review of both the WEQ-001-9 and WEQ-001-10 NAESB Standards should be conducted to identify any shortcomings or needed modifications to better support implementation of the Commission’s conclusions.  Areas that should be reviewed and potential revised or expanded include but are not limited to:

· Incorporation of any restrictions required to limit subsequent firm redirect requests made from conditional firm redirects supported by unconditional parent reservations (and therefore subject to the protections under the Dynegy policy).  This was Question (3) posed by the Commission in the Version 3.1 Standards NOPR.

· Potential mechanisms to be supported to allow the customer holding a confirmed conditional firm redirect from an unconditional parent reservation to release capacity from the redirect to reinstate the parent reservation’s Uncommitted Capacity similar to that provided for redirects on a non-firm basis in WEQ-001-10.
· Incorporation of a Standard similar in nature to WEQ-001-9.5.4 specifying the treatment of then right to take firm transmission service under a conditional parent reservation that has been redirected on a firm basis.

· Reconsideration of the restriction in WEQ-001-10 to limit redirects on a non-firm basis (the lowest priority non-firm service offered on an as-available basis only) to only be from unconditional parent reservations.

4.  Use of Proposed Standard or Enhancement (include how the standard will be used, documentation on the description of the proposed standard, any existing documentation of the proposed standard, and required communication protocols): 

The Proposed Standard modifications will provide more specificity and direction to enhance consistency of the reservation process that applies to Redirects

on a firm and on a non-firm basis.  Prior discussions held in meetings of the OASIS Subcommittee with respect to the specific areas of concern with regards to supporting redirects from conditional parent reservations should inform this Standard Request.

This Standards Request will enhance consistency of the reservation process that applies to Redirects on a firm and on a non-firm basis across the Industry.
