3. Title and Description of Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

Title:
Update WEQ-005 Area Control Error (ACE) Equation Special Cases to account for modifications at NERC Dynamic Transfer Reference Document V 4
Description:


NERC has retired many of its MOD standards as well as modified other documents describing Area Control Error (ACE).  As these changes were made, the calculations described in the NAESB standards WEQ-005 v3.3 describe terms that have become unclear in relation to the ACE calculations described in the NERC reference document.  Particularly the specific calculation and variables for Net Scheduled Interchange and Net Actual Interchange.  
Additionally, during these revisions consideration should be given the areas of the NERC reference document that may address similar situations.
Consistency is primarily regarding the equations used in WEQ-005-1.2.1 and WEQ-005-1.2.2

In NAESB Standards the equation is listed as NIs + ISJOUE + ISJOUI

The NERC equation is more granular describing the calculation, and the NAESB standard should address how the JOU is incorporated into the NERC standard.
NIS = (NIs) + (- NISDSGE + NISDSGI + NISDSLE - NISDSLI – NISRSE + NISRSI)
