3. Title and Description of Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

Title:

Point to Point Designated Agent
Description:

The WEQ standards allow for a Transmission Customer to request and identify a Designated Agent for a NITS Application through an OASIS request. These requests provide approval mechanisms for the TP and transparency. This Standards Request is for a similar but separate feature set that allows Transmission Customers to request and identify a Designated Agent for Point to Point transactions.

4. Use of Proposed Standard or Enhancement (include how the standard will be used, documentation on the description of the proposed standard, any existing documentation of the proposed standard, and required communication protocols): 

The proposed standards would be used by Transmission Customers to create Point to Point Agent requests for specific Transmission Providers to approve.  Upon approval by the Transmission Provider, the Designated Agent will be able to create Transmission Requests for the Transmission Customer and take action on that Transmission Customer’s Transmission Requests on behalf of the Transmission Customer. These Designated Agent relationships would be time bound by start and stop dates to define the length of the Designated Agent relationship.
5.  Description of Any Tangible or Intangible Benefits to the Use of the Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

The proposed standards would provide visibility into the Transmission Agent and Transmission Customer relationship. The proposed standards would also provide approval and denial authority to such relationship on that TP’s Point to Point transmission requests.

6.  Estimate of Incremental Specific Costs to Implement Proposed Standard or Enhancement:

The proposed standards would likely result in the creation of new Request, Response, and Query templates in the WEQ standards.  Template additions of this nature are not extensive yet they are also not trivial additions to the scope of an OASIS implementation.

Transmission Providers’ individual tariffs may already have limitations or differing limitations on a Transmission Customer use of an agent.
