Baltimore Gas and Electric has some concern with the following proposed Model Business Practice:

 

REQ.13.3.3.3 The sample should ultimately achieve an accuracy of 90% confidence with 20% error, but be designed to achieve a minimum accuracy of 90% confidence with 10% error.

 

Rational:  Stakeholders face requirements that have significance levels that differ from what is explicitly stated (ISO rules).  And the above is also silent on whether the significance test is one or two sided.  The following is a recommended change:

 

Proposed revised text:

REQ.13.3.3.3 The sample drawn should comport to a level of statistical significance that supports the goals of the program.
