· NAESB PROCESS:  Balanced voting will be used in the task force meetings.  If you are not a NAESB member, you will be asked to determine which quadrant and segment best represents your interests.  A company can have only one vote per segment per representative.  Balanced voting will be used to resolve differences of opinion as the standards are drafted.  Voting at the task force level is permitted regardless of membership status within NAESB.

· SCOPE:  The phase 1 scope addresses the preparation of the information model as outlined in the white paper provided by the Tiger Team (http://www.naesb.org/pdf4/smart_grid_pap10_062210w1.doc).  Other items may be considered as time permits, but the information model and business practices to support it are required to be completed before yearend 2010 and are the focal point of phase 1.
