	Discussion:
	· The participants completed review of the consolidated comments submitted for all items contained in the matrix.  During the meeting, the task force reviewed and made a determination on the following requirements: MOD-030-2 Requirement 8, MOD-030-2 Requirement 9, MOD-030-2 Requirement 10, MOD-030-2 Requirement 10.1, MOD-030-2 Requirement 10.2, MOD-030-2 Requirement 10.3, and MOD-030-2 Requirement 11.  Additionally, the participants performed a review of each requirement marked for consideration by the subcommittee.
· Ms. York noted that the task force had identified forty-one requirements for consideration by the subcommittee during the standard development process.  She suggested that the task force consider assigning the entire standard development process to the WEQ Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS), noting that the WEQ BPS was nearing completion on a recommendation for the Parallel Flow Visualization Project.  There was general agreement among the participants to proceed in this manner.  Ms. York stated that Mr. Kovacs had agreed to help lead the WEQ BPS’s effort as a co-chair.  She noted his depth of historical knowledge on the subject matter and his participation in multiple MOD-related NERC and NAESB efforts.
· The participants discussed the timeline for the standards development process and agreed that a completion date of 2nd Quarter 2015 would provide the subcommittee with adequate time to address the request within the scope defined by the task force.  The participants also agreed that any newly developed standards should be integrated into the NAESB WEQ standards as a new suite.  By creating a new suite, the subcommittee can concentrate on the standards development process and devote less time to determining the appropriate place for a new standard within the existing NAESB WEQ standards.

· Mr. Wood, seconded by Mr. Winkler, moved to recommend the WEQ BPS consider the forty-one requirements identified by the task force for inclusion as a new suite of standards in the NAESB WEQ Business Practice Standards with a timeline for completion during the 2nd Quarter 2015.  The motion unanimously passed a simple majority vote.
