On September 3, 2015 the Board of Directors met and considered a resolution proposed by the Parliamentary Committee to modify the NAESB Bylaws and Operating Practices to create a process for the removal of directors in the event of misfeasance, malfeasance or nonfeasance.
  As this action requires a change to the NAESB Bylaws, we must meet a voting threshold of 75% support from the Board of Directors and 40% support from each fully populated segment to move forward. The motion to adopt the resolution and proposed modifications was made by Michael Desselle, seconded by Roy True, and the motion received unanimous support from the directors present at the meeting.
