Draft Minutes
1. Administration and Welcome
Mr. Winkler welcomed the participants to the conference call.  Ms. Mallett provided the antitrust guidelines and other meeting policies reminder.  The participants introduced themselves over the phone.  Mr. Winkler reviewed the draft agenda with the participants.  Mr. Miyaji, seconded by Mr. Precht, moved to adopt the draft agenda as final.  The motion passed without opposition.
The participants reviewed the August 13, 2014 draft meeting minutes.  No changes were made.  Mr. Malme, seconded by Mr. Jones, moved to adopt the draft minutes as final.  There was no opposition.

2. Discussion on the Development of a Specification to Support Certification of the Retail DR M&V Model Business Practices
A request to consider the development of a specification to support a certification program for the DSM-EE WEQ/RXQ standards was received from Dominion Voltage Inc.  In response to that request, the Demand Response (DR) and Energy Efficiency (EE) Measurement and Verification (M&V) Certification Program was developed by the NAESB Board Certification Program Committee.  To support the program, the DSM-EE Specification Task Force developed a specification to support the certification of EE M&V products and services.  The Board Certification Program Committee and the task force determined that the request for a certification program would be addressed in two pieces, with the need for the development of a specification to support a DR program assessed after the EE program had been put into place.  During the August 13, 2014 DSM-EE Specification Task Force meeting, the participants determined that a DR specification for the Wholesale Electric Quadrant would not be ripe, given the pending circumstances of FERC Order No. 745.  The 2015 WEQ Provisional Annual Plan Item 5 was created in order to revisit the request after the litigation surrounding the order is complete.  The instant meeting is to solely address the potential for a Retail Demand Response specification.

Mr. Miyaji stated that the draft Retail DR Specification posted to the NAESB website follows the EE Specification and explains how entities can demonstrate that they have implemented the standard.  Mr. Winkler stated that the Model Business Practices inform the entity procuring the product what they need to specify with respect to measurement and verification.  He asked how the certification would be applied and to which entities.  Mr. Miyaji stated that it would often be those who procure the data.  Ms. Seidler stated that it would be more likely that the entity would contract out through a third party.  Mr. Winkler stated that the Model Business Practices do not apply to a DR provider, but the business that procures the DR products.  Ms. Seidler stated that the subcommittee would need to determine if there is a use for the program in the industry and that the use would depend on why the program is being initiated.  Mr. Winkler stated that the Model Business Practices in the retail space provide direction to create transparency about what is required of the entity procuring service.  He asked how a third party could do this if the entity buying the service has no requirements.  Ms. Seidler suggested that states would appreciate having something to adopt by reference into their program, short lining the M&V process that the regulators need.  Mr. Precht agreed.
Mr. Precht and Mr. Miyaji volunteered to work together offline to develop a use scenario to be added to the document.
3. Other Business
The next DSM-EE Specification Task Force conference call will be announced by the NAESB office.  That conference call will continue to discuss the potential development of a Retail DR specification.
4. Adjourn
Mr. Jones moved to adjourn at 12:58 PM Central.  There was no opposition.
