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On January 17, 2012, the WEQ SRS voted to submit the Revised Bulk Electric System Definition to the Executive Committee.  At that time the NERC Board of Trustees was scheduled to take action on the revised NERC definition for Bulk Electric System on January 18, 2012.  Since the NERC BOT had not taken action on the NERC definition when the recommendation was approved by the SRS, the SRS added the following text in Section (4) Supporting Documentation, (d) Commentary/Rationale of Subcommittee(s)/Task Force(s):
NOTE:  Additional detail needs to be included here once the NERC Board of Trustees approves the NERC definition for Bulk Electric System.

Based on actions by NERC since the recommendation was voted out of the SRS, the SRS is recommending that the language above be deleted from the recommendation and replaced with the language below.

On January 18, 2012, the NERC Board of Trustees Adopted the Phase 1 Definition of Bulk Electric System.  On January 25, 2012, NERC submitted the revised definition to FERC under docket RM12-6-000.
The SRS has reviewed the formal comments submitted by the ISOs and RTOs and concurs with their position that it is appropriate in this situation to reference the NERC definition of Bulk Electric System in the NAESB standard.
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
