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Under the Standards Review Subcommittee (SRS) Scope of Work, which was approved by the SRS on February 1, 2011, the SRS agreed to review recommendations and if subcommittee deemed appropriate, they would submit advisory comments to the Executive Committee (EC) for consideration.  As stated in the Scope of Work these comments are “not intended to change the scope of the Business Practices or recommendation, but to provide consistency and uniformity across all WEQ Business Practices.” 

The Standards Review Subcommittee has identified that the following two definitions are in the current glossary standard (WEQ-000) and are different from those proposed in the recommendation. 

1.2.1  Authorized Certification Authority ( ACA ): A Certificate Authority that has successfully completed the NAESB ACA certification process.

Current WEQ-000 Definition:

 A certification authority that complies with the Business Practice Standards WEQ-012, has met all terms and conditions and executed all requirements as set forth by the NAESB certification program for  the Business Practice Standards WEQ -012, and is registered in the EIR.  
SRS Comment:
The term Certificate Authority and/or CA is used extensively in the referenced document.  SRS recommends that these definitions should be recoinciled.  Either the current definition be used in the ACA Accreditation Requirements document, or the recommendation should include a change to the definition in WEQ-000.  In addition, if the current definition is used, it may still be modified to include “Certificate Authority” in place of “certification authority” as included in the new definition.

1.2.3  Registration Authority (RA): The RA is the entity responsible for the identification and authentication of subscribers, but does not sign or issue certificates. 

Current WEQ-000 Definition:
An entity that is responsible for identification and authentication of Certificate subjects, but that does not sign or issue Certificates (i.e., an RA is delegated certain tasks on behalf of a certificate authority).

SRS Comment:
SRS recommends that these definitions should be recoinciled.  Either the current definition be used in the ACA Accreditation Requirements document, or the recommendation should include a change to the definition in WEQ-000.  
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
