The WEQ 2014 Annual Plan Item 8(b) – Develop a specification for Demand Response products and services to support a certification program – was part of the second phase of development of the DSM-EE Certification Program.  
Upon review, the DSM-EE Specifications Task Force unanimously voted out a recommendation to take no action in support of a wholesale Demand Response Measurement and Verification Certification Specification.  Pursuant to discussion and as documented in the minutes, the task force determined that a certification specification for the WEQ is neither practical, warranted, nor prudent at this time, based on: the applicability of the existing set of WEQ standards for M&V of Demand Response, the parties likely to benefit from the certification, and the pending litigation regarding Demand Response in the wholesale markets.
