3.  RECOMMENDATION

a.  Description of Request:

The WEQ 2015 Annual Plan Item 3(a)(i)(2) – 

3. Develop business practices standards to improve the current operation of the wholesale electric market and develop and maintain business practice and communication standards for OASIS and Electronic Scheduling
a. Develop and/or maintain business practice standards as needed for OASIS and electronic scheduling. Specific items to address include:
i. Make remaining incremental enhancements to OASIS as an outgrowth of the NAESB March 29, 2005 conference on the future of OASIS (R05026).
2. Initiate standard that eliminates the disparity of posting “sensitive” information.  This standard should also include procedures of user certification that allows access to this class of information.
b.  Description of Recommendation:

The WEQ OASIS Subcommittee is recommending that no further action be taken on WEQ 2015 API 3(a)(i)(2).
c.  Business Purpose:

This was in support of the request R05026 item K. 
Initiate standard that eliminates disparity of posting “sensitive” information. This standard should also include procedures of user certification that allows access to this class of information. 

•
Information that is entitled to protection on the OASIS website is not interpreted in a standardized method.  A standardized security application for OASIS is needed.  This enhancement would provide for more consistent availability of information for market participants.  This enhancement should be national in its scope and would affect all market participants.  

•
SRS Subcommittees’ Comments at the time of request R05026 item K: This issue is already being addressed by NAESB/NERC JISWG. They are currently finalizing the PKI security standard to be applied to OASIS and tagging systems.  This addresses the requested standardization.
d.  Commentary/Rationale of Subcommittee(s)/Task Force(s):
This was in support of the request R05026 item K described in 4c. As stated during that time NAESB/NERC JISWG (now CISS) was working on the PKI (now CSS) security standards to be applied to OASIS and tagging systems. These standards have been finalized. The OASIS Subcommittee has come to the conclusion that this issue has already been addressed by these finalized standards.
